Budget Committee Meeting

Mr. Denning said that Mr. Armstrong also ran the adult softball league last year. Marsha Googins is the Recreation Director in Grantham. They were hopeful that some of the teams from the Lebanon league would join the Grantham/New London league as there were too many teams signed up for Lebanon.

Summer Beaches/Staffing

Mr. Denning said that he and Mrs. James have met with an individual who has a lot of experience running summer programs. She will train their staff for the summer once the staff is hired. He felt she could be a big benefit to the program and help make some positive changes.

He noted that they are way ahead for sign-ups for the day camp and Jr. Outdoor Adventures. The Procter camp will be cancelled this year and Gen from Ellie’s will do an outdoor cooking camp.

He hopes to reach out to the teens in the area with Kearsarge Outdoor Adventures.

Market on the Green

Mr. Denning said they are trying to sell 400 50/50 tickets.  The winning will be $10,000. The $10,000 that goes to Market on the Green is to pay for the children’s arts and crafts portion of the Market on the Green.
